CONSTITUTION
1.  NAME
Brockenhurst Village Hall Indoor Bowls Club.

2. MEMBERSHIP
The Club is open to all.  Applicants for membership to be approved by the Committee with rejections subject to the Annual General Meeting (AGM).  The Committee are empowered to suspend or cancel membership for misconduct subject to appeal to the AGM.

3. FEES
To be recommended by Committee and decided at the AGM.  In order to prepare the teams for each new season and to keep records up to date, members are to be asked to complete a membership form and pay fees by the end of July.

4. OFFICERS
The following Officers to be elected annually at the AGM:

a)  Chairman

b)  Secretary

c) Treasurer

d) Two Committee Members

e) Accounts Examiner

5. QUORUM
These numbers are required at the start of the meeting(s)

                              Committee Meetings:  Three Members

General Meetings:  25% of Membership

6. ANNUAL GENERAL MEETINGS
These to be held before 31 May each year, due notice of which with an Agenda of the meeting will be posted on the noticeboard of the Club at least 21 days before the meeting.  The business of such meeting to be as follows:

To receive apologies for absence.

To receive and approve the minutes of the previous meeting.

To receive and approve the reports of Officers and Committee.

To appoint Officers and Committee for the ensuing year-nominations for such posts to be submitted to the Secretary not later than nine days before the meeting with a Proposer and Seconder.

To discuss any such other business as may be submitted by the Committee or by any member who shall have given notice to the Secretary, in writing, of the motion to be proposed not later than nine days before the meeting with a Proposer and Seconder.

7.  SPECIAL GENERAL MEETING
A special General Meeting shall be called by the Secretary who shall post a Notice of such a meeting on the noticeboard of the Club stating the reason for which it is being called and no other business will be discussed.

Such a meeting may be called

a)  At the direction of the Committee.

b) At the request of at least twenty members giving the reason for such a request.  The meeting to be arranged not less than 14 days and not more than 28 days after the receipt of the request.  No other business shall be brought before the Special General Meeting.

8.  FUNDS
All monies shall be dealt with by the Treasurer and deposited in the Nat West Bank or such other account as shall be agreed by the Committee.  Cheques to be signed by any two of the Chairman, Secretary and Treasurer and for any other request for withdrawal.

9.  ACCOUNT EXAMINER
An account Examiner will be appointed at the AGM.  The Accounts Examiner shall have access to all the books of the Club at any time.

10.  FINANCIAL YEAR
The Financial year shall be from 1 March to 28/29 February.

11.  COMMITTEE MEETINGS
The Committee shall meet as often as is necessary for the proper fulfilment of their duties but, in any case, not less than twice in the playing season.  The Committee shall deal with all matters respecting the running of the Club.

12. ALTERATIONS TO THE CONSTITUTION
Changes and amendments may only be made at the Annual General Meeting or Special General Meeting called for that purpose and notice of any such change or amendment proposed shall be submitted in accordance with rules 6 and 7 above.

A two thirds majority of the members present will be required to carry such a motion.

13.    BYE-LAWS AND RULES
The Committee shall have power to make bye-laws and rules as considered necessary.

14.  ASSETS
Any decision regarding the Club ceasing to function will be the subject of a General Meeting during which the disposal of Club’s funds and equipment will be decided by majority of the members present.
